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Naoshima Bath”“l

Designed by artist Shinro Ohtake, this is an art facility in which visitors can actually
bathe. It is operated as a Japanese-style public bath (sento) in the Miyanoura district,
right beside the port of Miyanoura on the island. To stimulate residents’ vitality as well
as to make it a favorite spot for encounter and communication between residents and
visitors both foreign and domestic, it is operated by members of the Town-Naoshima
Tourism Association (NPO) and Miyanoura District Association.

Ohtake also created the Art House Project “Haisha” which was opened to the

public in the Honmura district in 2007. “1°"i%" may be considered a work of art which
goes a step further, in that it incorporates a bathhouse function. The use of painted tile is
a first for Ohtake and extends to bathhouse pictures, mosaics, and even ceramics in the
restrooms.
The scrapbook approach that is his forte is fully exercised in the three-dimensional
bathhouse, in the form of various objects collected from all parts of Japan. The list
includes an aircraft cockpit, the bottom of a ship, a statue of a small elephant from a
museum of erotica, and even pine trees planted on the rooftop. Designed with the
cooperation of the creative group "graf,” the facility reflects rigorous pursuit of the
theme of always remaining entertaining in all elements, from the exterior to the interior
and even the art goods.

“I'"#" is routinely patronized by the island residents as a bathhouse without
losing its character as a work of art. This vision of having it stand as both a practical and
artistic achievement while it takes root in the community lies at the foundation of its
operation.

Profile of the artist

Shinro Ohtake

A painter, Mr. Shinro Ohtake was born in Tokyo, Japan in 1955. Upon graduation
from high school, he went to live and work on a ranch near the town of Betsukai,
Hokkaido. Following a sojourn in London in 1977-78, he graduated from the
Department of Painting of Musashino Art University in 1980. He held his first solo
exhibition in 1982 and has since remained very active as an artist in Japan and
abroad. In 1989, he resided and produced works in the state of New York at the
invitation of the United States Information Agency (USIA) and the Artist Colony
Foundation. Later, in 1995, he lived and worked in the city of Atlanta at the
invitation of the Atlanta Committee for the Olympic Games (ACOG) and the Olympic
Cultural Organization. In 2006, the Museum of Contemporary Art Tokyo staged an
exhibit devoted to him entitled "Shinro Ohtake Zen-kei: Retrospective 1955-2006."
His involvement with Naoshima has included taking part in the "Out of Bounds"
exhibition (1994), "The Standard" exhibition (2001), and the "Naoshima Standard 2"
exhibition (2006). His approach of constantly presenting new perspectives and
continuing to battle against the “atmosphere of impasse” in the art world has won
him staunch support among a wide variety of parties both within and outside the art

Profile of the design studio

graf: decorative mode no. 3 design products inc

graf is a creative unit engaged in designing spaces, furniture, lighting, graphics, and
products and in creative work that takes all aspects of “structures for comfortable
lifestyles” into consideration, from art to food. The studio was established in 1998
by six individuals with different professional backgrounds who came together to
open the "graf" showroom in the Minami-Horie district of Osaka. The founding
members established decorative mode no. 3 design products inc. in 2000. In the
same year, they relocated to Nakanoshima and set up headquarters in the "graf bld."
The studio continues to be energetically active across a variety of project fields,
encompassing everything from conception, manufacture, and sale of original
furniture through store and housing design to product and graphic design, and
branding. graf also operates a Tokyo office for the purpose of promoting its work
and services throughout the metropolitan area
